Dear Parishioners, 
 

1. Glory, Glory, Hallelujah 
In the Gospel Reading, James and John ask  
Jesus if they can sit on his right and on his left in 
his glory. The other ten apostles are indignant 
when they learn of it. 
 
In response to the apostlesô indignation, Jesus gives them a lesson on 
glory. On worldly views, the great ones are the rulers. On Jesusô view, 
the servants are the truly great ones. Real glory doesnôt come from 
lording it over others, but from serving others. Jesus is most glorious in 
his crucifixion, when he has lost everything but love. 
 
So Jesusô response to the indignation of the apostles shows us that 
they were thinking of glory as kingship. And they were indignant with 
James and John, because they thought that kind of kingship was what 
James and John were asking Jesus for. 
 
But notice that Jesus does not respond to James and John by  
explaining to them what true glory is. What Jesus says to James and 
John shows us what those two apostles were thinking, just as Jesusô 
response to the others shows us what they were indignant about. 
 
To James and John, Jesus says, ñCan you drink the cup that I drink?ò 
This is the cup that Jesus prayed might pass from him. It is his  
crucifixion. So James and John have the right idea of glory. They are 
not asking for thrones in heaven, as the other apostles think they are. 
They are asking whether they might be crucified with Jesus, on either 
side of him. 
 
And here is the most powerful thing to notice in this story. Jesus does 
not rebuke James and John for their request. He grants it. They will 
drink his cup with him. 
 
But Jesus denies them their request to be beside him in his glory.  
That gift is already prepared by God for others, Jesus says. And which 
others? Well, for those two thieves, crucified on either side of Jesus.* 
Who else? 
 
God gave that great gift that James and John wantedðnot to any of 
the apostles, but to two unknown, low-down, petty criminals.  
And what happened? 
 
One of those thieves wasted the gift. The other one was glorious,  
wasnôt he?

POPEôS COLUMN 
The Holy Fatherôs Catechesis 

The journey through the Decalogue takes us today to the Commandment on the 
day of rest. It seems to be a command easy to fulfil, however, itôs an erroneous 
impression. To truly rest isnôt simple, because there is false rest and true rest. 
How to recognize them? 

Todayôs society is thirsty for amusements and vacations. The industry of enter-
tainment is flourishing and advertising designs the ideal world as a great games 
park where all are entertained. The concept of life dominating today doesnôt have its center of gravity in 
activity and commitment but in evasion. The model-image is that of a successful person who can allow 
himself ample and diverse areas of pleasure. However, this mentality makes one slide to the dissatis-
faction of an existence anesthetized by amusement that isnôt rest, but alienation and flight from reality. 
Man has never rested as much as today, yet man has never experienced so much emptiness as today! 
The possibility of having a good time, of going out, cruises, trips, so many things donôt give one fullness 
of heart. Whatôs more, they donôt give one rest. 

The words of the Decalogue seek and find the heart of the problem, casting a different light on what 
rest is. The Command has a peculiar element: it gives a motivation. Rest in the name of the Lord has a 
specific motive: ñFor in six days the Lord made Heaven and earth, and all that is in them, and rested the 
seventh day; therefore the Lord blessed the Sabbath day and hallowed itò (Exodus 20:11). 

This refers to the end of Creation, when God says: ñAnd God saw everything that He had made, and 
behold, it was very goodò (Genesis 1:31). And then the day of rest began, which is Godôs joy for all He 
created. Itôs the day of contemplation and of blessing. 

Therefore, what is rest according to this Commandment? Itôs the moment of contemplation; itôs the mo-
ment of praise, not of evasion.  Itôs the time to look at reality and say: how beautiful life is! To rest as 
flight from reality, the Decalogue opposes rest as blessing of reality. For us Christians, the center of the 
Lordôs day, Sunday, is the Eucharist, which means ñthanksgiving.ò Itôs the day to say to God: thank you, 
Lord, for life, for your mercy, for all your gifts. Sunday isnôt the day to cancel the other days but to recall 
them, bless them and make peace with life. How many people who have so many possibilities to 
amuse themselves, donôt live in peace with life! Sunday is the day to make peace with life, saying: life is 
precious: itôs not easy, sometimes itôs painful, but itôs precious. 

To be introduced in genuine rest is a work of God in us, but it requires removing oneself from maledic-
tion and from its fascination. To bow the heart to unhappiness, in fact, stressing reasons for discontent 
is very easy. Blessing and joy imply openness to the good, which is an adult movement of the heart. 
The good is loving and never imposes itself. Itôs chosen. Peace is chosen; it canôt be imposed and isnôt 
found by chance. Distancing himself from the bitter crevices of his heart, man is in need of making 
peace with that from which he flees. Itôs necessary to reconcile oneself with oneôs history, with the facts 
that arenôt accepted, with the difficult parts of oneôs existence. I ask you: has each one of you been rec-
onciled with his/her history? A question to think about: have I reconciled myself with my history?  True 
peace, in fact, isnôt to change oneôs history but to accept it and value it, as it has been. 

The Lord says in Deuteronomy: ñI have set before you life and death, blessing and curse; therefore, 
choose life, that you and your descendants may liveò (30:19). This choice is the Virgin Maryôs ñfiatò, itôs 
openness to the Holy Spirit, who puts us in the steps of Christ, He who entrusts himself to the Father in 
the most dramatic moment and thus enters the way that leads to resurrection. 

When does life become beautiful? When one begins to think well of it, no matter what our history is. 
When the gift of a doubt makes way <to> that which all is grace,[1] and that holy thought crumbles the 
interior wall of dissatisfaction inaugurating genuine rest. Life becomes beautiful when the heart opens 
to Providence and one truly discovers what the Psalm says: ñFor God alone my soul waits in si-
lenceò (62:1). This phrase of the Psalm is beautiful: ñFor God alone my soul waits in silence.ò
