
Dear Parishioners, 
 
1. Mercy and Moral Idiocy 
In the First Reading, the Israelites, who have 
just been freed from slavery in Egypt by  
spectacular miracles that God did for them, 
those same Israelites have made molten  
metal into the statue of a calf and declared 
that the calf is their God who brought them 
out of Egypt. 
 

God is very angry at the people in consequence. This people is  
hopeless, God says to Moses; I ought to destroy them and make a  
new Israelite people out of you, Moses. But God means to be merciful 
to the Israelites, and he is inviting Moses to be merciful by first  
showing Moses the evil of the people. If you donôt see the evil in what 
others are doing, you arenôt merciful. You are just a moral idiot. 
 

In response to Godôs anger at the Israelites, Moses is merciful; and  
he wants God to be merciful too. And so the reply of Moses to Godôs 
anger teaches us something about mercy. 
 

Moses does not try to see what the Israelites are doing as not so bad, 
as somehow acceptable or excusable. If he did, then Moses really 
would be a moral idiot. But he doesnôt. Rather, Moses entreats God to 
be merciful by reminding God of the past history of the Israelites. 
Donôt you remember Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, Moses asks God? 
They were your servants and so pleasing to you! For the sake of what 
the Israelite people were in the past, have mercy on them now! 
 

The Second Reading is about mercy too. Paul explains that he once 
was a persecutor of Godôs people. He doesnôt gloss over his own evil 
then or make himself a moral idiot, any more than Moses did. But 
Paul says that he obtained mercy from God anyway, because God 
could see the man that Paul could become. For the sake of the man 
Paul could be in the future, God had mercy on him. 
 

Here is one moral of the readings then. You must not be a moral idiot. 
When you look at the conduct of your father, or your friend, or your 
boss, if that person is being sinful, then you need to see clearly that 
he is. But what you see when he is evil is not all there is to him. There 
is what he was in the past, the small boy his mother loved, for exam-
ple. He wasnôt always the sinner he is now. And then there is what he  
could become. Maybe like Paul, who once was the chief of sinners, 
your sinning friend could become glorious in the service of the Lord in 
the future. 
 

So, see clearly the evil in your neighbour now, but remember that 
what you see is not all there is to him. Like the Lord in the readings, 
have mercy on him, for the sake of all the rest of him, the person that 
he once was and the person that he can still be.

God Loves You; Rest in His Embraceô ï Heart of Popeôs 
Message at Interfaith Youth Gathering in Mozambique 

 
Warns Against Resignation & Anxiety, Calling Them óGreat Enemies of Lifeô

God loves you. 
 
This morning, during his first full day in Mozambique, in its capital of Maputo, Pope Francis stressed 
this at an interreligious meeting he presided over with thousands of young people at the Maxaquene 
Pavillion. 
 
Christians, Muslims, Hindus performed before him songs and dances on the theme of reconciliation, 
especially, and with much enthusiasm. 
 
The Holy Fatherôs Sept. 4-10, 2019, visit to the óthree óMôsô of Mozambique, Madagascar, and Mauri-
tius, marks the Popeôs 31st Apostolic Trip, fourth visit to Africa, and second to Sub-Saharan Africa. It 
also represents his attention to the peripheries and the poor. Each of these nations had been visited 
by St. Pope John Paul II during his pontificate. 
 
ñLet me leave you with one last thought,ò Pope Francis told the young people: ñGod loves you.ò 
ñFor him, you have worth; you are not insignificant,ò he said, noting: ñyou are important to Him, for you 
are the work of His hands. That is why He is concerned about you and looks to you with affection.ò 
Francis told them to trust the memory of God. 
 
ñHis memory is a heart filled with tender compassion, one that finds joy in ódeletingô from us every 
trace of evil. He does not keep track of your failings and He always helps you learn something even 
from your mistakes.ò 
 
This is ñbecause He loves you.ò The Holy Father told them to try to keep still for a moment and let 
themselves feel His love. ñTry to silence all the noise within, and rest for a second in His loving em-
braceò 
 
The Holy Father warned against resignation and anxiety,ò calling them ñgreat enemies of life,ò and told 
the young people: ñdonôt let yourselves be robbed of joy.ò 
 
ñBe able to create social friendship,ò the Pope encouraged them. Itôs about ñleaving differences aside 
to fight together for a common thing . . . to seek points of coincidence among the numerous differ-
ences . . . to dream together,ò he added. 
 
ñThe most beautiful things are done with time and, and if you donôt succeed in something on the first 
attempt, donôt be afraid to try again, and many more times,ò he exhorted again. 

 
 
ñDonôt be afraid to make a mistake! We can err a thousand times but letôs 
not commit the error of stopping, because there are things that donôt  
succeed on the first attempt. The worst error would be to abandon, out of 
anxiety, the dreams and the determination for a better country.ò 
 
ñGod loves you,ò said the Pope at the end of his address, ñwith an óalmost 
silent, discreetô love. ñHe doesnôt crush, or impose Himself; itôs not a noisy 
or exhibitionist love; itôs a love of freedom . . . which learns more to redress 
than to make one fall, to reconcile than to prohibit, to give new chances 
than to command, to look at the future more than the past.ò
